Trees play a critical role for people and the nation. Numerous studies have
demonstrated thal the presence of trees and urban naturs can improve people's mental
and physical health, the property values in a neighborhood and beyond.

The benefits that trees provide can help
the country meet 15 to 17 intemationally supported United Nations Suitable
Developmenl Goals.

The Boy Scouts ol the Philippines believes that an
eFfeciive strategy to assist in mseting these goals is to plant and protect trees, in cities
and proviflces where our Scouts and Scout Leaders live.
