The Department of Education (DepEd), through the initiative of the Bureau of
Curriculum Development (BCD), has conducted the National Tracer Study of the
~~  Senior High School (SHS) Graduates for SY 2017-2018. It revealed that about
10% of graduate-respondents were employed, where 7% of which were SHS TVL
graduates and 3% were SHS Academic graduates. In addition, the study also
showed that nearly 83% were in higher education while only one 1% was

engaged in entrepreneurship.

As DepEd continues to promote the SHS curriculum exits, the Office of the
